Stewardship may be categorized into seven (7) basic stewardship lifestyle 
philosophies The 7Ts, or T7 Concept. Last week, we learnt about the first 
four, also known as the Foundational Ts: (time, temple, talent, and treasure). 
This week, we will look at the last three, which are also known as the bed-
rock of generosity: 

T5-Trust in God: 

·  “Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not on your own under-
standing; in all your ways submit to him, and he will make your paths 
straight” (NIV Proverbs 3:5-6). 

T6-Theology: Biblical foundations and study of stewardship lifestyle princi-
ples.  

· Stewardship is central to Biblical Teaching. The Seventh-day Adventist 
Church recognizes it as one of its Fundamental Beliefs (#21) 

T7-Testimony: Verbalizing what God did, does and will do. 

The wholistic principles of stewardship are shared at every opportunity; the 
outcomes: 1) magnify the devotional life, 2) achieve debt-free living, 3) make 
good wellness lifestyle choices, 4) energize faithful tithing, 5) maximize spir-
itual gifts potential, 6) stimulate local giving, 7) inspire generous living, and 
many other lessons which will be gleaned from our messages, workshops, 
boot camps, and seminars. Giving it all to Jesus is worship. And worship is a 
lifestyle. This revolution of generosity is for life. This spirit of generosity cor-
rectly exemplifies the principles of biblical stewardship..
