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The Pastor’s Message 

Brothers and sisters, today we gather around one of the most powerful 
pictures of God’s love in all of Scripture—the story of the welcoming 
father. Jesus told us three parables in Luke 15: the lost sheep, the lost 
coin, and finally, the lost sons. In each story, the theme is the same: 
heaven rejoices when the lost are found. 

But in the parable of the prodigal son and his elder brother, Jesus takes 
us deeper. Here we see that sin is not only wandering off like sheep or 
slipping away like a coin—it is actively rejecting God, wishing Him out of 
the picture, and living as though He were dead. And yet, how does God 
respond? Not with rejection, not with judgment, but with mercy. The 
father runs to embrace his broken son and pleads with his bitter son to 
join the feast. 

This is the heart of the Gospel: our heavenly Father is not an employer 
calculating wages, but a Father lavishing forgiveness. Both the 
rebellious and the self-righteous are invited into His house. And the 
reason this welcome is possible is because of the “third Son”—Jesus 
Himself. He is the perfect Son who bore the shame, took the 
punishment, and opened the way for us to be received with full 
acceptance.
